Frequently asked Questions about Student Pass

Q. Which documents need to be certified or notarised at the time of
application?

Applicant's highest academic educational certificate and result transcripts
need to be certified/notarised. For People's Republic of China (PRC) nationals,
they may submit the notarised copies of the supporting documents.

Q. Who can certify true copy of supporting documents?

The Singapore school that accepts a foreign student would have looked
through the student's educational certificate and results transcripts before
accepting him/her. Therefore, the school can certify the photocopies of
educational certificate and result transcripts. The authorised personnel from
the school should sign on the certified copy and endorse the schools stamp on
the certified copies. Nonetheless, the foreign student is required to produce
the original copies of the certified educational certificates and result
transcript at the time of collection of the Student's Pass if he/she is an
approved Student's Pass holder.

Q. Must my medical examination be done in Singapore?

If you are a new applicant and not in Singapore, the medical examination can
either be done in your home country or in Singapore by a qualified doctor.
However, the medical examination required for subsequent renewal of the
Student's Pass must be done in Singapore. The doctor must record and certify
the results of the medical examination in the designated medical report form.
The medical report should not be issued more than 3 months from the
submission date of your application or renewal. If a medical report was
submitted to ICA or MOM not more than 2 years from your submission date,
there is no need to re-submit a fresh medical report. (The above requirement
is not applicable to applicants who are below 15 years old.)

Q. Is the security deposit refundable?

The security deposit is refundable provided the student has not breached any
of the conditions stated in the security bond executed by the local sponsor
and his/her departure from Singapore is confirmed by ICA.

Q. When can my security deposit be refunded?

Generally, it takes about 6 weeks to process the refund or release of the cash
deposit or banker's guarantee upon the cancellation or expiry of your
Student's Pass and/or after the applicant has left Singapore.

Q. Am I allowed to work?

No. You are strictly not allowed to engage in any form of employment,
whether paid or unpaid, or in any business, profession or occupation in
Singapore during the validity of your Student's Pass unless you have the
consent in writing of the Controller of Immigration. Violators will be
prosecuted by law.
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Q. What are the ICA regulations?

Eligibility

A foreigner is required to apply for a Student’s Pass if he/she wishes to pursue full-time studies in
Singapore in a CaseTrusted / CaseTrust- Exempted private education organization (PEO) that:

is registered with Ministry of Education (MOE); or

is not required to be registered with MOE but had obtained permission from the Commissioner,
Immigration & Checkpoints Authority (ICA) to submit Student’s Pass applications for international
students intending to take up its courses.

With the Economic Development Board (EDB)’s launch of the new initiatives under the Education
Excellence Framework, from 1 September 2005, all PEOs will need to be awarded with the
CaseTrust for Education to offer school placement for international students.

With effect from 1 September 2005, Student's Pass applications will be accepted only if they are for
international students who are enrolled in a CaseTrusted/CaseTrust-Exempted PEO. Please see
details on the CaseTrust for Education scheme and the list of CaseTrusted institutions.

A foreigner is exempted from applying for a Student’s Pass if he /she is a:

Immigration Exemption Order holder; and

Visitor who has been granted a short term Visit Pass at the Singapore Checkpoint and wish to
attend a short course that can be completed within the validity period of the initial Visit Pass
granted to him/her at the Singapore checkpoint or 30 days, whichever is shorter. It must also satisfy
two other criteria, that is, the course:

Must be a complete and stand-alone module of its own. Courses with multiple programme modules
are excluded from this Student’s Pass exemption scheme; and

Must not involve hands-on practical occupational training and/or industrial attachment which have
interaction with walk-in customers or be conducted at premises that are also the places of business,
e.g. hair salons and beauty salons.

New Applications
New applications must be submitted at least two months and not more than six months from the
course commencement date.

Applicants are not required to be present in Singapore while their applications are being
considered. Hence, applicants are advised to apply for a Student’s Pass outside of Singapore as no
extension of stay will be considered while the applications are under processing.

Applicants are advised to enter Singapore to complete the formalities for the issuance of a
Student’s Pass only after their applications have been approved. They will be issued with Student’s
Passes within one month from the course commencement date.

Submission
With effect from 1 June 2007, new applications are to be submitted via the Student’s Pass OnLine
Application & Registration+ (SOLAR+) system.

New applications by PRC nationals, who are above 19 years old (i.e, passed their 19th birthday at
the time their applications are submitted to ICA) and wish to attend a language, commercial,
vocational or fine arts non-graduate/postgraduate degree course [including the University of
London (UOL) tuition programmes], will be routed to the Singapore Embassy in Beijing (where an
interview with the applicant may be required) for processing before routing to ICA for assessment.
The applications will be routed directly to ICA for assessment if the PRC nationals are intending to
take up a full-time course at an approved PEO that is awarded the Singapore Quality Class for
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Private Education Organization [SQC(PEO)] by SPRING, Singapore.

If your school has yet to register with ICA for the use of SOLAR+, your school can download the
SOLAR+ registration form from ICA's website and mail the complete form to ICA (Attention:
Student’s Pass II Unit) for registration.

Processing Time

The general processing time for a new application is about four weeks [two weeks for PEOs that
are awarded the SQC(PEO) status] upon the receipt of a duly completed application by ICA. Some
applications may however take a longer time to process. The local sponsor and PEO will be
notified of the outcome by post.

Renewal of Student's Passes
This section applies to students who are renewing their Student’s Passes so as to continue the same
course in the same school.

Applications to renew a Student’s Pass must be submitted two weeks before the expiry of the
current Student’s Passes.

Submission
With effect from 1 June 2007, applications to renew Student’s Passes are to be submitted via the
Student’s Pass OnLine Application & Registration+ (SOLAR+) system.

Processing Time

The general processing time for the renewal of a Student’s Pass is three working days (excluding
the day of submission and collection) upon the receipt of a duly completed application by ICA.
Some applications may however take a longer time to process.

Transfer of Schools / Courses of Study
This section applies to students who are applying for a new Student’s Pass to take up a different
course or to study in a different PEO.

Applications for a transfer of school/course of study must be submitted at least four weeks before
the course commencement date.

(green) Card.

One copy of Form V36A duly completed and signed by the school.

The following additional documents are required to be submitted if:

Applicant is a national from the visa-required countries:

Documentary proof of financial ability in the form of bank statements/ fixed deposit accounts/
saving accounts (photocopy).
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Submission
With effect from 1 June 2007, applications for a transfer of school/course of study are to be
submitted via the Student’s Pass OnLine Application & Registration+ (SOLAR+) system.

Security Deposit

Where applicable, a security deposit may be required from the local sponsor upon approval of the
application. The security deposit is not required from the applicant, unless otherwise stated.
Applicants are advised to request for a receipt for any payment made to the school.

the University of London (UOL) tuition programme, at an approved PEO.

The fee for a Student's Pass is $40/= per year or part thereof. If an applicant requires a visa to enter
or stay in Singapore beyond the visa-free period, he/she will need to pay an additional fee of $30
for a single-entry visa. A further $30 may also be payable for a multiple-entry visa with the issue
of the Student's Pass. The fee is payable when the successful applicant completes the formalities to
for the issuance of a Student’s Pass.

Cancellation of Student's Passes

Foreign students are required to surrender their Student's Passes for cancellation within seven days
from the date of cessation or termination of their study. The student/local sponsor/school is to
submit the following documents to the Student’s Pass Unit, with a queue ticket obtainable at the
Self Service Kiosk at Visitor Services Centre, 4th storey of ICA Building, from Mon to Fri (8am to
4.30pm), Sat (8am to 12.30pm):

A duly completed cancellation form;

Student’s valid travel document;

The Student's Pass Card;

Student’s Visit Pass and Disembarkation/Embarkation Card; and

A duly completed Disembarkation/Embarkation Card (IMM Form 27A), where applicable (will be
provided at ICA counters).
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Change of Local Address

In accordance with the Immigration Regulations 19(3)(b), the foreign student is required to report
any change in his/ her address in Singapore within 14 days of such change. The student or the local
sponsor who wish to report the change of their local address are required to submit their request
with the following documents to effect the change of address:

Valid travel document and a photocopy of the personal particulars page;

Student's Pass card;

Visit Pass and Disembarkation/Embarkation card; and

Report of Change of Address form duly completed and signed by the student (available at the
Information Counter).

Applications for change of local address will not be accepted at the counters. Such applications can
be deposited into the drop-box located at the Student's Pass Unit. The processing time for such
requests will be 2 weeks. Applicants will be notified of the outcome of their applications by post.

Replacement of Loss Student's Pass

Foreign students who have lost their Student's Pass and/or the Visit Pass and Disembarkation /
Embarkation card are required to apply for a replacement within 7 days from the date of loss. The
student is required to call in person at ICA Student's Pass Unit, with a queue ticket obtainable at the
Self Service Kiosk at Visitor Services Centre, 4th Storey of ICA Building, from Mon to Fri (8am to
4.30pm), Sat (8am to 12.30pm), with the following documents:

Valid travel document and a photocopy of the personal particulars page;

A letter from the school stating that the applicant is currently a registered student of the school;
Form 16 duly completed and signed by the applicant; and

Police report (original)

The processing time for first time replacement of lost cards will be two weeks while the processing
time for second of subsequent losses will be 4 weeks.

Other Important Information

For the application of a Student’s Pass, an applicant must be accepted into an approved full-time
course. An applicant who wishes to take up a part-time course or a course conducted in the evening
or weekend will NOT be eligible for a Student’s Pass.

The applicant, local sponsor and school will have to furnish additional documents and information
whenever necessary.

Official/Notarised translation of the documents is required if they are not in the English language.
All forms are to be duly completed and signed by the applicant, the local sponsor and the school.
No part of the form should be left blank or incomplete. If any section or part of the form is not
applicable, it should be filled as ‘Nil’ or ‘Not applicable (N.A.). Applications with incomplete
forms or documents will NOT be accepted for processing.

Applicant needs to call in person with a valid immigration pass to collect the Student’s Pass only
after the application has been approved. Student’s Pass will only be issued if the conditions as
stipulated in the In-Principle Approval letter, where applicable, are fulfilled.

The student shall not enter or be retained as a student in any other school or course other than that
indicated on the Student's Pass.

ICA may share your personal information with other government agencies to process any
applications you have made or to render you a service, so as to serve you in a most efficient and
effective way, unless such sharing is prohibited by legislation.

ICA reserves the rights to verify the authenticity of the documents submitted in the application with
the relevant issuing authorities or through the affiliated government agencies.

These figures are based on the average spending by students at Genetic
Computer School. The actual cost will depend on the life style that the student
wishes to enjoy.

It is our advice that students should have additional funds at their disposal in
case of emergency.

Students should also not expect to get any funds from employment in
Singapore. Working in Singapore is illegal while on a "student visa" and will
result in prosecution as well as deportment. Students are advised not to
depend on their Immigration Security Deposits for travel return tickets and
should have sufficient additional funds.

Compared
to countries in western continents, the cost of living here is relatively low, and
basic items like food and clothing are very reasonably priced.

Money Matters

Currency

The local currency is Singapore dollars and cents. Other than the Singapore dollar, the US and
Australian dollar, Yen and British pound are also widely accepted, at major shopping centres and

restaurants.

A Goods and Services Tax (GST) is imposed on all purchases. Tipping is not practised in
Singapore as most hotels and restaurants already levy a 10% service charge on bills.

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Major credit cards are generally accepted by establishments, including American Express, Diners
Card, JCB, MasterCard and Visa.

Another widely-used method of payment is NETS, which allows you to make payment with your
Automated Teller Machine (ATM) card.

Banking

Most banks handle travellers' cheques and change foreign currencies. Passports are required when
cashing travellers' cheques. A nominal commission may be charged. Apart from banks and hotels,
you may change money at outlets which display the sign "Licensed Money Changer".

Most banking hours are usually from Mondays to Fridays, 9.30am - 3pm and Saturdays, 9.30am -
I1am/1pm. Some banks offer late night banking and have extended hours on Saturdays. Some
banks in Orchard Road even open on Sundays. It is best to check with individual banks on their
operating hours.

You may need to open a savings or checking account while in Singapore. You will need to bring a
minimum initial deposit (usually $100) if you are below 21 years of age, as well as your passport
and Student's Pass/ letter of admission to your educational institution. Upon opening your account,
you will be given an ATM card which gives you the added convenience of being able to withdraw
money from any ATM machine operated by your bank. The ATM card also entitles you to make
payment via NETS (Singapore's cashless payment system).

You may receive additional funds using bank drafts made out in Singapore dollars and drawn from
a Singapore bank. These may be credited to your account and withdrawn in one to two days.
Cheques drawn on banks with no branches in Singapore may take up to three weeks to clear.

Transport

Public Transport

Singapore has one of the most extensive and efficient public transportation
systems in the world. Traveling in the city and suburbs is typically a quick
and affordable affair.

The Mass Rapid Transit (MRT) operates a network of trains serving 51 stations. Trains operate
from 5.30am -12.30am daily, every three to eight minutes. A ride on the MRT from Singapore
Changi Airport to the city takes less than half an hour. A copy of A Quick Guide to MRT Travel
can be obtained from the Station Control Rooms at all MRT stations.

Public buses run daily from 5.30am - midnight. Extended night services cost slightly more.

Rides on the MRT cost from 80 cents to S$1.80. For travel on the MRT, you need to purchase a
one-trip farecard. Public buses accept cash. The recommended mode of payment for both the
MRT and public buses is using the EZ-link card which is a stored-value card giving discounted
fare for multiple rides. The EZ-link card may be purchased and topped up at most MRT stations
and bus interchanges. Each adult card is sold with a minimum value of S$10 plus a deposit of S$5.
The Transitlink Guide gives detailed information on both the MRT and bus services and is
available at $1.50 from most MRT stations, bus interchanges and major bookstores.
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Telecommunications
Singapore is one of the most connected cities in the world.

More than 71% of Singapore's population subscribe to mobile services and
dial-up Internet subscribers comprise almost 48% of the population.
Singapore's fixed telephone lines exceed 1.9 million or a penetration rate of
48.5%.

There are three services operators, namely SingTel, MobileOne, and
StarHub, each offering a wide range of communication services at
competitive rates, including :

o Telephone services

« Mobile communications services, including cellular and paging services
mobile phone operators in Singapore operate networks such as
GSM900, GSM1800, W-CDMA (under development).

e Internet access services

» International telephone services, including IDD services, calling cards,
facsimile services.

To make international calls, the access codes are 001, 013 or 019 for SingTel, 002 or 021 for
MobileOne and 008 or 018 for StarHub.

Public payphones are located at most shopping malls and public places, and operate by credit card
or stored-value phonecards. Local calls from public payphones cost 10 cents per three-minute
block. Besides local calls, all cardphones provide International Direct Calling services and
subscriber Trunk Dialling for Malaysian calls. Stored-value phonecards are found in
denominations of S$2, S$5 S$10, S$20 and S$50 and can be purchased from post offices and
phonecard agents. International Calling Cards are also available at all post offices, 7-Eleven (24-
hours) stores and other retail outlets.

Post Office

Singapore Post (SingPost) has more than 60 main branches and over 80 authorised agencies
throughout Singapore. SingPost's retail counters serve as one-stop centres for postal,
telecommunication and agency services. Most outlets are open Mondays to Fridays, 8.30am - Spm
and until 1pm on Saturdays.

SingPost has a wide network of Self-service Automated Machines (SAMs) located at post offices,
supermarkets, shopping complexes and major MRT stations. The 24-hour SAMs offer postal
services, including the purchase of postage labels, payment of bills, fines, renewal of licences and
even top up Hi! Cards (mobile phone pre-paid cards).

Letters to local addresses cost 23 cents for the first 20 grams and aerogrammes to all parts of the
world cost 50 cents. For details on local and overseas postal rates, please click here.

What to Wear

Singapore is the quintessential tropical island, with a warm and humid climate all year round. Save
the woollies for back home - light and summer clothing rule! Casual dress is accepted for most
situations but some establishments like restaurants and clubs may require a more formal dress
code. It is advisable to check for dress regulations beforehand.

Some educational institutions have a minimum dress regulation, such as no shorts and slippers in
lecture theatres. Students at primary and secondary schools as well as junior colleges have to wear
uniforms which should be purchased before the commencement of classes.

Many indoor places are air-conditioned to provide relief from the heat, so if you are going to be
indoors for a long period of time and find the temperature slightly chilly, you may wish to bring a
sweater or jacket

Work / Employment

International students are generally not allowed to engage in any form of
employment, whether paid or unpaid, or in any business, profession or
occupation in Singapore during the validity of their Student's Pass unless they
have the consent in writing from the Controller of Immigration. Violators will
be prosecuted by law.

General Information

Airport Tax

A passenger service charge of SGD21 should be incorporated in the air ticket
(including tickets issued outside of Singapore). If this has not been done, you
may be required to pay the SGD21 during check-in. In some cases, the airline
may absorb the service charge. Passengers who are in transit for less than 24
hours may leave the airport without having to pay the service charge upon
departure from Singapore.

Drinking Water

It is perfectly safe to drink water straight from the tap in Singapore. However,
for those who prefer bottled mineral water, local supermarkets and grocers
always have ample stock.

Electricity

The electrical current in Singapore is 240 volts AC, 50 cycles per second.
Singapore uses the square-shaped three-pin plug. You may need an adapter or
transformer for foreign appliances, which are available at most hardware
stores.

Drug Abuse

Drug abuse is viewed seriously in Singapore. Illicit traffic of narcotic drugs
and psychotropic substances is strictly prohibited.
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SARS Preventive Measures

Resilient and determined to protect her people and visitors, Singapore has
taken the lead in containing the virus through swift, proactive measures.
From temperature checks with thermal imaging scanners at the airport, to
rigorous precautionary measures such as temperature checks and sanitation
at workplaces, schools, community venues and public transportation,
Singapore has spared no effort to beat SARS.

To give added reassurance and peace of mind to visitors, the Cool Singapore
Award was launched on 20 May 2003 to recognise tourism establishments
who have gone the extra mile in implementing stringent SARS preventive
measures.

This diligent, hands-on and transparent approach to the epidemic is winning
the country praise from around the world.

Safety

Travellers across the world are understandably more concerned about
personal safety and security issues today than ever before. The Singapore
Tourism Board would like to assure all our visitors that the situation in
Singapore remains calm and stable and it is business as usual.

The Singapore Government has and will continue to be vigilant in ensuring
that Singapore remains safe. It has stepped up security measures at key
installations and other sensitive places. The Government has also made it
known that extremism originating from religion or race has no place in
Singapore and it will not hesitate to take action against any extremist or
terrorist groups or individuals.

The swift and definite actions of the Singapore Internal Security Department
over the arrests of the 15 terrorists in January 2002 is testimony to this.

Smoking

Smoking is not permitted in public service vehicles, museums, libraries, lifts,
theatres, cinemas, air-conditioned restaurants, hair salons, supermarkets,
department stores and government offices. Offenders can be fined up to SGD
1,000. While it is an offence to smoke in air-conditioned eating places,
smoking is permitted in air-conditioned pubs, discos, karaoke bars and
nightspots.

Spitting
Spitting in public places is an offence.

Tipping

Tipping is not encouraged as most hotels and restaurants in Singapore
already levy a 10% service charge on customers' bills. Tipping is not a way of
life in Singapore and is prohibited at the airport.

The National Library Board (NLB) operates 39 public libraries and 1 National
Library around Singapore, providing a vast information resource of books,
periodicals, videos, CD-roms and other materials. Equipped with the latest
technology, online catalogues, electronic databases, and other services are
readily accessible at all times.

Besides the community and regional libraries offering a general collection of
books, the library@esplanade boasts a distinctive collection of arts-focused
materials, including musical scores, DVDs and audio CDs.

Singapore's only National Library -Lee Kong Chian Reference Library houses
a collections of over 500,000 items in various formats to serve the research
and information needs of researchers, professionals and general public. It
also offers on-site advisory service for research assignments, business
ventures and personal interests. The reference librarian will guide you to
relevant and useful resources available in the library.

Withdrawals and Transfers
Genetic Computer School shall be notified in writing, for all withdrawal cases.

For transfer cases, students will be counseled to ensure that the next course is in the interests of the students and preferably of higher learning in nature.
Genetic Computer School will submit the students’ attendance, letter of cancellation, original student pass and passport to ICA to facilitate the transfer. All
successful transfer cases will be deemed as complete withdrawals from the course and the refund policy mentioned above will apply unless there are prior
agreements.

All withdrawal and transfer requests must reach the school at least 2 weeks from the effective date of withdrawal or transfer.

Academic Criteria
